1. Application is accepted only after all documents are submitted and application fee is paid.

2. Application fee is non-refundable and all sent documents shall not be returned to applicant
(however, it is possible to have original documents returned after confirmation).

3. Ifyou are an applicant who apply with the expectation of graduating prior to entrance to Silla University, certificate of graduation
and diploma must be provided by the time of entrance.

4. All documents not written in Korean or English must be translated to Korean or English and be notarized.

5. Silla University holds the right to request additional documents to be provided by the applicant in the case further authentification is needed.

6. Be sure to accurately write all contact information [phone number, email, etc). Silla University may contact the applicant at any time for various inquiries,
making it the responsibility of the applicant to be able to promptly respond to any such inquiries.

7. Atany point in the application process, any information provided by the applicant is found to be false, or to have submitted any falsified documents,
the application or entrance will immediately be canceled.

Entrance procedures

1. Applicant should submit all required entrance application documents by deadline to Office of International Affairs.

2. Admission qualification screening by Silla University.

3. Applicant will be notified of the screening results. Successful applicant has to deposit tuition fee to designated account.

4. After confirming deposit of tuition, Silla University send certificate of admission to applicant.

5. Applicant should apply for student visa to Korea embassy or consulate in applicant's country. (Guided by Korean Embassy)
6. Applicant should enter in Korea within designated date by Silla University after getting student visa.
